Please be advised that this office represents the above mentioned John Doe with re�spect to an automobile collision which took place on January 12, 1999.





It is my understanding that Mr. Doe consulted with you after this incident and that you have been treating him for injuries received as a result of this automobile col�lision. At this time I would greatly appreciate receiving copies of your office notes since the date of this incident. I would also appreciate a copy of your itemized bill to date in�dicating the nature and amount of charges since the date of the injuries noted above.





At a later point in time I may be requesting a narrative report from you but for now, copies of your office notes should be sufficient.





I would also like to state that my office has a policy of protecting doctors and med�ical facilities for unpaid medical bills. If, for any reason, there is a balance outstanding on Mr. Doe's bill, for example because of lack of insurance coverage, we will protect your office for the amount of such balance at the time of settlement or verdict in his


case. Mr. Doe has signed an authorization form allowing us to protect your balance, if any, and that will be paid upon completion of his case. If the case results in no settle�ment or a verdict against Mr. Doe, the responsibility of such balance, of course, rests with the patient and not with this office.





If there is a charge for sending photocopies of such notes, please send a bill as it is my practice to pay for medical reports and copies of medical information directly by re�turn mail.





A medical authorization form signed by Mr. Doe is enclosed with this letter and you will please note our request that no information be given to any other person, in�surance company, or facility without the express permission of Mr. Doe.
